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SUMMARY.—Without adequate knowledge of species’ distributions and life-history characteristics it is impossible to undertake robust 

quantitative analyses to answer even basic biogeographical questions or make informed, evidence-based conservation planning decisions. 

We present a follow-up to the first avifaunal inventory from Alta Floresta, Mato Grosso, Brazil (Zimmer et al. 1997) after an additional 

15 years of fieldwork. We add 116 species to the regional list and we clarify the status of others. Many of the species reported here are 

poorly known, so we present data on their status and distribution, both in the Alta Floresta region and at other Amazonian localities. We 

explore the biogeographic significance of this transitional region for turnover in both species and subspecies, and we demonstrate that 

southern Amazonian sites have a species richness that may be comparable to that of better-known sites elsewhere in the basin.
